Lab Assessments
Screening
Day 1: 0.5, 3, 10, and 20 hr post-dose
Week 3: 0.5, 3, 10, and 20 hr post-dose ECGs

Weekly
Standard 12-lead ECGs performed supine and at rest 
for ≥ 5 minutes prior to the ECG.

Vitals
Weekly
Blood pressure and heart rate measured in the 
supine, sitting, and standing positions after the 
subject has been in each position for at least 3 
minutes.
